7	 	 DO NOT move the barbecue whilst it is in operation. 
7	 	 DO NOT when using your barbecue, leave it unattended. 
7	 	 DO NOT use this barbecue in a garage or any enclosed area (including tents). Keep the area in which it is being used clear (at least 
		  one metre) of any combustable materials.
7	 	 DO NOT light the barbecue on a surface that may be damaged by hot fat or heat.
7	 	 DO NOT light the barbecue in an area of dry vegetation.
3	 	 Be prepared if an accident or a fire should occur. Know where your first aid kit and fire extinguishers are and how to use them 
		  correctly.

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2.	 INTRODUCTION & SPECIFICATION

3.   ASSEMBLY

Barrel style charcoal barbecue, powder coated with enamel finished cooking grill and wire warming shelf. Adjustable charcoal grid height and 
vents top and bottom, allow added control over cooking heat on food. Wire shelf for storage and wheels for easy mobility.

3.1	 Refer to attached Parts Diagram.
When starting to assemble, remove all of the parts from the packaging and check if anything is missing against the parts list.
3.1.1.	 Push left front leg (19) into right front leg (16) and push left rear leg (17) into right rear leg (13).
3.1.2.	F it bottom shelf (18) by hooking corners into holes in bottom of the four legs.
3.1.3.	 Push axle through holes in bottom of right hand legs, fit wheels (14) onto axle and secure with black plastic end caps.
3.1.4.	F it the two reinforcement pieces (12) by screwing them onto the top of the legs (one at each end).
3.1.5.	F it the tub (9) using four screws from inside the tub, into the legs.
3.1.6.	F it the lid (2) screw into each end of the tub.
3.1.7.	F it the four ventilation covers (3).
3.1.8.	F it the handle (20) to the tub.
3.1.9.	F it the upper grid rack by pushing each end through the lid (push the plastic end cap over each one to hold it in place.) Screw the 
	 bottom legs of the rack through the edge of the tub.
3.1.10.	F it the front shelf screw from inside the tub. Fit the two shelf supports (11).
3.1.11.	 Fix the grill (7) to the charcoal ashtray. Hook the grill under the long edges of the ashtray. Hook grill adjustment handles (6) through the 	
	 grill (7) to raise and lower the charcoal by hooking them onto the ends of the tub.
3.1.12.	 Place cooking grids (5) onto the barbecue.
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4.  	OPERATION
r	 WARNING! Ensure that you are familiar with the Safety Instructions in Section 1 before use.
4.1	 Remove the cooking grids (5) and place the charcoal onto the grill (7) to light it. Replace the grids (5) before you start cooking.
4.1.1.	 The height of charcoal grill (7) can be adjusted to increase/ decrease cooking time.
4.2	 When cooking is finished, make sure the barbecue has completely cooled before storing.
